Include ALL waves of immigration from that country, the experience of the second generation, and use the relevant chapter in Takaki, class notes as well as relevant texts from Natives and Strangers, and Jon Gjerde’s Major Problems in American immigration and Ethnic History.  Be sure you apply the relevant historiographic approaches to the group’s experience.
AND one (1) OF THE FOLLOWING:

2. Identify and give examples of the main features of two of the following historiographic models for interpreting the experience of immigration and ethnicity:  

Oscar Handlin’s portrayal of the “uprooted”; 

John Bodnar’s portrayal of the “transplanted”; 

Kathleen Conzen et al’s explanation of the “invention” of ethnicity; 

John Higham’s portrayal of the problem of assimilation in the United States;

Conzen’s portrayal of immigrants who make their own America through “ethnicization.”

3. Analyze the character of one of the major waves of immigration to the United States. Comment on major push and pull factors, the main national groups that arrived, where these settled, how they were received, and how well they (or their descendants) have done in America.

4. Describe the main provisions and effects of one of these immigration laws: the 1924 Immigration Act, including the national origins quotas that went into effect in 1929; the 1965 Immigration Act, or the 1986 Immigration Reform and Control Act (IRCA).
