Present a concise overview and critical commentary on the main features in the premigration, migration, and adjustment experience of one of the Asian nationality groups that settled in the United States. Include ALL waves of immigration from that country, the experience of the second generation, and use the relevant chapter in Takaki, more than one historiographic essay from Gjerde’s anthology, class notes and relevant texts from the other books on the class reading list.

OR

2. Present a concise overview and critical commentary on Asian-American life in Hawaii or the watershed effects of World War II on Asian immigration to the US and on Asian Americans’ reception and adjustment to American life. Use the relevant chapter in Takaki, more than one historiographic essay from Gjerde’s anthology, class notes and relevant texts from the other books on the class reading list.

OR

3. Present a concise overview and critical commentary on the post 1965 Asian immigration to the U.S. Use the relevant chapter in Takaki, more than one historiographic essay from Gjerde’s anthology, class notes and relevant texts from the other books on the class reading list.

PART B: (counts as 60% of the exam) TAKE CARE not to repeat theories or examples from the Part A of your exam answer.

1. Identify, critically evaluate and give examples of the main features of two of the following historiographic models for interpreting the experience of immigration and ethnicity: 

Oscar Handlin’s portrayal of the “uprooted”; 

John Bodnar’s portrayal of the “transplanted”; 

Kathleen Conzen et al’s explanation of the “invention” of ethnicity; 

T. H. Breen,’s creative adaptations from charter to creole;

John Higham’s portrayal of the problem of assimilation in the United States;

Conzen’s portrayal of immigrants who make their own America through 

  “localization”;

John Higham’s analysis of the development of racism in American life

OR

2. In a balanced, thoughtful fashion analyze the main features of the experience of two waves of European immigration to the United States, from pre-migration conditions to reception, adjustment to life in the U.S., and major laws written to deal with this immigration.

3. Outline and comment critically on the main lines of Latin American immigration to the United States, considering the problems and opportunities these people have seemed to present.
