Concisely define and discuss the significance of THREE of the following groups of concepts. In addition, discuss the relations between the concepts in each group you choose. 

Illustrate your points with examples from the reading for the course. Avoid repeating material from your answer to part I as much as possible.

a) the National Origins Quotas (Johnson-Reed) Act of 1924, eugenics, the Immigration and Nationality (Hart-Celler)Act of 1965

b) the melting pot, cultural pluralism, multiculturalism, the diverse democracy (Pick three.)

c) becoming “white,” New York’s Jewish and Italian Americans, and scenarios for the city’s racial future

d) the neglected, the uprooted, the transplanted, invented ethnicity, Americanization and Ethnicization (Pick three.)

e) occupational mobility, education, economic niches, the human capital model (Pick three.)

f) transnationalism; technological change; ethnic goods and enclaves
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
