PART ONE (40%)

Write a thorough and thoughtful examination of a new or recent tendency/direction in research in the field of international migration and ethnicity studies, as represented by the body of scholarly work you chose for your class project


Your critical analysis should include the following:
a. definition of the work’s place & purpose in relation to existing research,

b. an examination of the sources and methods used in the work,

c. an evaluation of what’s new/valuable in the scholarship you evaluated, and

d. A critical assessment of the quality of the work. 

PART TWO (60%) Answer ONE of the following
1. Immigration policy has frequently been marked by unintended consequences that contrast with publicly stated intentions, as well as by myths or misunderstanding about how policies became enacted and who benefits from them. Discuss these tendencies as they are examined in 

a) two of the following: Hugh Davis Graham, Collision Course: The Strange Convergence of Affirmative Action and Immigration Policy in America 

 Roger Daniels, Guarding the Golden Door: American Immigration Policy since 1882       

 or Mae M. Ngai, Impossible Subjects: Illegal aliens and the Making of Modern America

       b) OR discuss how these points apply to ONE of the following policy enactments: the 

        1924 National Origins Quota Act, the 1965 Immigration Act, or the governmental

        treatment of illegal aliens/seasonal farm workers between 1924 and 1965.
 If you choose b), make reference to class notes and readings that are relevant to your choice.

OR

2. Several works in the syllabus of the seminar focus on immigrants’ responses to the reception and status they received from old stock or native-born Americans, in popular attitudes and behavior or in government policy. Explore some of these responses with reference to your lecture notes , Øverland’s Immigrant Minds, American Identities, and James R. Barrett and David Roediger, “The Irish and the ‘Americanization’ of the ‘New Immigrants’ in the Streets and in the Churches of the Urban United States, 1900-1930,”
