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Some of the questions may be answered in a few sentences, while others will require some more space. You are supposed to answer all questions. 

1. Morbidity may be measured as prevalence or as incidence. What is the difference and what is the relationship between these two concepts? 
2. Mortality may be expressed in several ways. One way is as age-standardized (or age-adjusted) mortality rates. Explain what is meant by this concept. In which situations would it be most important to use such a measure? Describe some major biases when comparing mortality across countries?
3. Figure 1 shows the incidence rates for cataract surgery over time. (Cataract is an eye disease that may lead to blindness through clouding of the lens of the eye). Explain the figure. What do you think has caused the increase in the incidence of cataract surgery in the period? How do you think the figure will be in future?  
4. What information do you need to do a population forecast?

5. Attached you will find a figure (figure 2) showing mortality improvement in the Japanese female population. Explain the figure and describe what is meant by rectangularization of the survival curve. 

6. Health politicians worldwide are facing the challenge of having to care for an increasing number and an increasing proportion of elderly people. What is the reason for these changes? Exemplify some of the challenges facing health politicians. 

7. Several factors will influence the future use of health care services, including demographic changes, new medical technology, changing knowledge and attitudes in the population, and the possibility for prevention. Choose two of these mentioned factors and discuss how they may influence the future use of for health services. Use the concepts need, demand and supply and the relationship between them in your presentation.

8. If you are going to compare the burden of disease in two different countries, which measures can you use? Which measure would you prefer to use?  Why would you choose this measure and what are the limitations of the measure you have chosen? 
9. Finding the number of people in need of health care is a major task in health need assessment. Present some methods that may be used to identify the number who need a certain type of health care, or who are in the target group for a public health measure. In order to discuss this, you may choose a health problem and a health care setting yourself. 
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
