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The questions must be answered in English.
The answers must be written on copy sheets.
The exam consists of two parts, Part I and Part II. A pass mark is required on both parts. 
Part I (60%):

Give a short account of the difference between the categories ‘preposition’ and ‘subordinating conjunction’ in the traditional sense. Then present and discuss Huddleston and Pullum’s arguments for extending the former category to include only a sub-set of the latter. In your account you should provide examples of your own, and consider possible advantages/disadvantages of Huddleston and Pullum’s account. 

Part II (40%):
Answer a) and then answer EITHER b) OR c) below.
a) Give a complete syntactic analysis of sentence (1). Your analysis should include the functional as well as the phrase level categories of the constituents. 

(1) On his way to the University, to avoid getting too hungry during class, the early rising student had dropped by a café and bought himself a well blended strawberry mango smoothie.

b) Give a short account of the difference between the tense category ‘perfect’ and the aspectual category ‘perfective’. Illustrate your account with examples.

OR

c) Verbs may take the form of a gerund participle. Give a short account of the various functions a verb in the gerund-participial form may have. Give examples to illustrate your account.

The marks will be published in Studentweb approximately 3 weeks after the exam. You will receive an e-mail when the results are ready.

For an explanation of the mark obtained, please contact the teacher responsible for the course within one week after the exam results have been published. Remember to include your name and candidate number. The examiner will decide whether to give a written or oral explanation.
