1. Manifest Destiny

1. Explain the conflict over the proposed National History Standards regarding the teaching of American History. How does this reflect conflicting ideas about American Exceptionalism? How has this conflict been resolved in local schools and communities?

2. American political rhetoric depends heavily on statements celebrating American Exceptionalism. Every President and presidential candidate is expected to prove their patriotism with such statements. To imply that the United States is just another country or that it is not great makes it very difficult to win elections.  Trump’s slogan, “Make America Great Again” appealed to voters both as a statement that the USA should be exceptional and as a statement of a perceived loss of that exceptionalism. Analyze this paradox, considering, in particular, the specific changes in American life that many voters feel challenge American Exceptionalism.
