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Write an essay of 4,000 words (not including the reference list) on ONE of the following two topics. Remember to use standard conventions for (a) indicating phonemes and allophones, and for (b) references and quotes.

1 Explain what is meant by interference and substratum effects. Then compare the English accents of Wales, Ireland and Scotland with respect to interference and substratum effects due to contact with Gaelic. Classify features according to systems, distributions and realisations.

2 Listen to the accent samples of English in Bradford and Liverpool that are provided by Hughes, Trudgill & Watt (2012, samples 9 and 11, including the wordlist). Identify examples of the pronunciation features listed by Wells (1982: section 4.4) and by Hughes, Trudgill & Watt (2012: Chapter 4) as characteristic of accents of English in Northern England in general. Then find examples of pronunciation features that are characteristic only of Scouse and of Bradford accents, respectively (Hughes, Trudgill & Watt 2012: 104-107, 112-116). Refer to the line numbers of the transcribed texts in Hughes, Trudgill & Watt (2012).
