Choose 2 questions from below and write an essay that is approximately 3 to 4 pages per question (6 to 8 pages in all.)  

1. Choose one theoretical perspective/lens that we discussed in class (for example, Marxist criticism, feminist film criticism, Foucault, critical race analysis, etc.) and analyze 3 to 4 films using that theory.  Demonstrate that you can apply the theory to the films.  You may choose to look at the whole films, or instead examine specific scenes, characters, etc.

2. Choose two films from the course that treat the intersections of race, class, gender and/ or sexuality in compelling and complex ways.  Write an essay that explains how these intersections are displayed and worked out in your chosen films.  Also discuss the significance of these intersections for the film in question, that is, why is the intersectionality important?  What might the larger message of the film be? (If you also choose to answer question #1, you may use one of the films you discuss in that question in this essay as well.)  

3. Write an essay in which you draw on various films and readings from the course to answer the following questions: What is the relationship between film and American culture?  Can film intervene in, question and/or challenge American culture?  If so, how?  In general, what do you think the role of film is in the American cultural landscape?

4. For the last few weeks of class, we focused on the genre of documentary filmmaking, and watched several documentary films.  Discuss the characteristics of documentary, its social function and importance, and why you think the documentary is making such a comeback in contemporary culture.  Weave in some of the documentaries we discussed in class, as well as others that might not have been a part of this course.
