What is European cinema? In some ways, it is difficult to speak of ´European´ 
cinema at all, since so many supposedly European films are made with the strong 
financial backing of American companies, using international casts and personnel. 
European films are often associated with ´art´ cinema, films considered 
challenging and open to multiple interpretations. These traits may well 
characterize the films that tend to be distributed internationally, but they do not 
necessarily reflect the majority of films made and shown in Europe; and 
conversely, films popular in their country of origin do not always travel well. 
European films are primarily seen by European audiences, whereas American 
films reach a much larger share of the world market. It is this economic disparity, 
more than anything else, that has a defining impact on the film industries of 
Europe.
