Exam for INF5850/INF9850 ICT for development: Building a better world?

Choose two of the three questions below to answer. You should not answer all three questions. 

Use literature and presentations from the course, and illustrate with concrete examples where appropriate. We will not expect you to draw on literature beyond what has been covered in the course. Each question should be answered in 3-4 pages (standard .doc format, approx. 500 words per page), with the total exam not exceeding 9 pages/4000-4500 words. Proper use of references is expected, the reference list will not count towards the page/word limit. The exam should be answered In English.
The grading will be letter grade from A-F.

Choose two of the following three questions to answer:

1)  As ICTs permeate the space of development, “digital divide” has been attracting a fair deal of research attention. Discuss how “digital innovation” relates to the concern of digital divide, and how developing countries can get involved in and potentially benefit from digital innovation. Also discuss what are the challenges they face in leveraging on the potential of digital innovation. Illustrate your answer with some relevant examples.
2) Conceptualizing the role of ICTs in enabling or constraining development processes is a central concern in ICT4D research. Taking examples of at least 2 development theorists you have studied, to outline their approach to theorizing development, and how they have theorized the role of ICTs. And if they have not directly done so, discuss how ICT4D researchers have tried to do that. From your critical perspective, discuss the pros and cons of this conceptualization, and position your own views within this debate. 
3) The paper “Scaling of HIS in a global context: Same, same, but different”, which is one of the readings for the lecture on technology transfer Monday September 25, discusses the case of the DHIS software as the use of it has scaled over many years to many countries. Using the same case (Chapter 4 in the paper), provide an analysis based on any relevant theories covered in the course. You should not use the same analytical lens as the paper itself (technology transfer and translation), but you are free to use and combine any other topic covered in the course.
