About deliverable 3

Provide the first structure of the report, and suggest key parts of its contents. The report should include the following parts (other parts can be added, but these are mandatory):


Prosess-documentation: milestones, alternatives discussed, key decisions made (chosen alternatives) and discussion of rejected alternatives  (explain why certain solutions were left out).

At least one (but preferable two) of the following items:



 1    Program code (or screen dumps) of system created/modified (show own efforts)

2 Requirements specifications (using formal or informal language) 

3 Analysis document (with method section and/or theoretical framework)

4 Critical evaluation (comparing or more systems, one or more theories)

Length of report 20 – 25 pages. (Programming and design reports can be shorter 15-20 pages and complete list of diagrams and program code should be put in appendix). Other sections/chapters can be added.

It counts to the students’ advantage to make use of the literature covered in the course when writing the report. All articles that are referenced should be put in a dedicated reference section.

The typographical instructions for formatting the report is as follows:

On a dedicated first page put title of your project, the name of course, and the name of the authors. Put name of the authors in alphabetical order and for each author the name of his/her institution and/or name of workplace. The title should be in font size +2 points that level-1 section headings (see below) and be in Arial/Helvetica font type. All text on this page should be centered and capitalized.

Repeat title and author names on page two, starting the body of the report.

Section headings: Font Helvetica/Arial, bold in three different sizes; choose font size), enumerate sections (1, 1.1, 1.1.1, etc.). The section headings should be left justified.

Body text: Font Times-Roman, 12 pt, left and/or right justified (choose justification style yourself).

Line spacing of body text: 1 1/2
