Select one developing country. Describe the country’s family planning program and discuss its strengths and weaknesses and whether it seems well motivated. Make use of all the course readings on fertility, mortality and population growth that you find relevant (and that have been reviewed at the lectures before the time of submission). Write about 1500 words (report the word count).  
References to course readings are not necessary, but you should give full references to any other material you base your description and discussion on.

The easiest is perhaps to select one of the countries dealt with in the lectures or  readings in this or the introductory course (Bangladesh, Brazil, China, Indonesia, India, Iran, Kenya, Vietnam). Alternatively, the following may be interesting cases quite well covered in the literature: Egypt, Mexico, Pakistan, Philippines, Nigeria, Republic of South Africa, Tanzania, Uganda, Zimbabwe. However, this is really up to you. Take your interests, the number of hours you can spend on this task and your language skills into account. You are welcome to discuss the choice of country with the lecturer.  
Try to make your paper well structured and precise!
