Problems for each week are announced on the internet pages for ECON4210. All students are strongly recommended to try solving the problems on their own before the seminars. 
Students responsible for each week’s assignment, according to the lists circulated in class, distribute their suggested solution to the rest of the class in the following way: 

Go to the Economics Department’s reception office in Eilert Sunds Building, 12th floor. The receptionist will lend you a copy card. Make copies of your suggestions (15 - 20 copies, consider the number of students usually present in your group) and place them for others to pick up in one of the boxes marked “ECON4210” (there is one box for each seminar) in the area outside room 1254, Eilert Sunds Building, before the deadline.
