(Do not answer all six questions, as the
examiner will only read five.)

1. What does Paul Farmer mean by “structural violence?”

2. “An Ethnographer who sets out to study only religion, or only technology, or only
social organisation cuts out an artificial field for inquiry, and he will be seriously
handicapped in his work® (Malinowski, p. 11). Explain why this is a meaningful
statement.

3. Why has kinship traditionally been an important topic in anthropology? How can it
still be relevant today?

4. Social inequality can be tied to very different forms of social organization. Provide
empirical examples from at least two course readings.

5. Give a brief account of different ways in which anthropologists have studied
mediation between humans and the divine/spiritual domain.

6. One can argue that both air and water are subjects of cultural interpretation. Give
examples from the course readings.

LONG ANSWER

Answer one of the following three questions. Discuss and draw on examples
from course readings. You may also draw on empirical examples from your
obligatory writing assignment.

1. Anthropologists hold that one cannot understand the economy independently of
other social institutions. Use empirical examples to show how such an approach
can be fruitful for analyses of societal affairs. Use at least one of the monographs
and at least two other texts from the course readings.

2. Show how anthropological analysis can shed light on the relation between person
and society. Use at least one of the monographs and at least two other texts from
the course readings.

3. Choose as your case something current in the public debate. Describe the case and
show how it can be understood in light of anthropological perspectives. Use at least
three texts from the course readings.
