Have numbered pages.

Have a cover page which specifies:

- Total number of words

- The course code and title

- Which question you have chosen to answer

- Semester and year

- Your candidate number. Do not write your name in your exam paper. You will find your candidate
number in studentweb.

Exam questions

Answer one (1) of the three (3) questions below.

1. Why and how is the question around setting and finding “the borders of Europe” an anthropological
question?

2. “Europe” and “Europeanness” have been defined by processes of othering. Discuss examples of Europe’s
“others” and European “others”.

3. Colonialism and subjugation have largely defined the European experience. Discuss, considering events
both within and outside Europe.

Notes for all questions:

e You must thoroughly use 4 texts from the reading list. (You are welcome to use more.)

e You can draw on other readings and sources, news items, film and music to make your paper stronger,
but with at least the stipulated number of reading list texts.

e Discussion questions require that you have a viewpoint that you argue well for and balance against other
possible positions. Feel free to write creatively, expressing informed opinion.

e Remember to place texts in their historical context and in relation to each other.
